In the first part of his presentation Ambassador Heseltine will provide an overview of APEC; that
is how it operates and its priorities.

In the second part he will address the issue of the importance of e-commerce to APEC and some
of the challenges inherent in developing effective strategies and action plans in a forum with
such a wide-ranging membership. This diversity necessitates taking into consideration the
different stage of development of member countries and the varied regulatory, social, economic
and cultural frameworks. And he will outline some of the initiatives APEC has undertaken to take
advantage of the enormous potential of electronic commerce.

In closing he will address the need to include all stakeholders involved in developing a sound
e-commerce sector. That includes acknowledging the contributions of the private sector as well
as the work being done in other international bodies.
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Mr. Pier Carlo Padoan has been appointed Deputy Secretary-General. He will contribute to
developing the future strategic vision of the OECD and be in charge of OECD’s relations with
other international organisations.

Until his present appointment, Mr. Padoan, an lItalian national, was Professor of Economics at
the University La Sapienza of Rome and Director of the Fondazione Italianieuropei, a policy
think-tank focusing on economic and social issues.

From 2001 to 2005, Mr. Padoan was the Italian Executive Director at the International Monetary
Fund, with competence also for Greece, Portugal, San Marino, Albania and Timor Leste. He
served as member of the Board and chaired a number of Board Committees. During his
mandate at the IMF he was also in charge of the European Coordination. From 1998 to 2001,
Mr. Padoan served as Economic Adviser to the Italian Prime Ministers Massimo D’Alema and
Giuliano Amato, in charge of international economic policies. He was personally responsible for
coordinating the Italian position in the Agenda 2000 negotiations for the EU budget, Lisbon
Agenda bilateral meetings, and G8 Summits.

Mr. Padoan has a degree in Economics from the University of Rome and has held various
academic positions in ltalian and foreign universities, including at the University of Rome,
College of Europe (Bruges), Université Libre de Bruxelles, University of Urbino, Universidad de
La Plata, and University of Tokyo.

The Future of the Internet Economy: Creativity, Confidence and Convergence

In 1998, as the Internet was first emerging in mainstream activity, the OECD convened a
Ministerial Conference on E-Commerce in Ottawa, Canada just as the Internet was becoming a
mainstream phenomenon. Ten years later, the online world is at another critical juncture. Major
changes in Internet use, both current and imminent, will affect how the Internet Economy
develops: previously separate and distinct networks that provide critical communication
functions are now converging towards the Internet; our daily reliance on the Internet for

commercial and social activity is increasing, and this strengthens creativity; but the integrity of
the network is tested daily by severe and sophisticated attacks, and this requires confidence



building.

Each of these factors represents a significant shift — collectively they represent a major transition
in the evolution of the Internet and the economic system that has developed around it that can
dramatically extend benefits to the next several billion users. At such a point policies need to
be carefully crafted and coordinated across policy domains, borders and various stakeholder
communities. For these reasons, the OECD is organising a Ministerial meeting on the Future of
the Internet Economy, hosted in Seoul, Korea on 17-18 June 2008, to agree on guiding
principles for the Internet economy over the decade to come.
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Heizo Takenaka, formerly served as the Minister of Internal Affairs and Communications, is
currently a professor and the Director of the Global Security Research Institute at Keio University
in Japan. He is also serving on several advisory boards and committees, including the Senior
Advisor of Japan Center for Economic Research (JCER); the Director of Academyhills and the
Senior Advisor of Pasona Inc. Takenaka's research interest is in economic policy.

Before returning to the academia, Takenaka served as the Minister of Internal Affairs and
Communications and the Minister of State for Privatization of the Postal Services during
Koizumi's term in office from 2005 to 2006. He was first appointed as the Minister of Economic
and Fiscal Policy by Prime Minister Juinchiro Koizumi in 2001 and chaired the Council on
Economic and Fiscal Policy. For the following five and half years, he steered macroeconomic
policy and lead economic structural reform in Japan. Takenaka accomplished to reduce the
official ratio of bad loans held by banks, which had hindered the Japanese economy for more
than 10 years. As the Minister of State for Privatization of the Postal Services, Takenaka also
pushed the privatization of Japan Post, the biggest public enterprise in Japan.

Takenaka'’s long academic career began in 1981 as a visiting scholar at both Harvard University
and the University of Pennsylvania. His academic experience includes positions, such as
Senior Economist, Institute of Fiscal and Monetary Policy, Japanese Ministry of Finance (1982);
Associate Professor, Faculty of Economics, Osaka University (1987); Visiting Associate
Professor, Harvard University (1989); Visiting Fellow, Institute of International Economics (1989);
and Associate Professor (1990) and Professor, Faculty of Policy Management, Keio University
(1996). While teaching at Keio University, Takenaka was appointed as a member of the
Economic Strategy Council, an advisory board on economic policy to the former Prime Minister
Keizo Obuchi, in 1998 and a member of the IT Strategy Council, an advisory board on IT policy
to the former Prime Minister Yoshio Mori in 2000.

Takenaka received his B.A. in Economics from Hitotsubashi University and his Ph.D in
Economics from Osaka University. He is the author of numerous books, including
“Contemporary Japanese Economy and Economic Policy” (1991), “Prospects of the Japanese
Economy for the 21st Century” (1993), “The Internationalization of the Japanese Economy and
Corporate Investment” (1993), “Wealth of People” (1994), “The Economy in which Fast Movers
Win” (1998), “Policy Crisis and the Japanese Economy - A Search for the Causes of the
Economic Slowdown in the 1990s” (2001) and “The True Story of Japan’s Structural Reform”
(2006).

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Dr. Lung-Sing Liang, President of Chunghwa Telecom Labs (CHT-TL), received his B.S. degree
in Communication Engineering and M.S. degree in Electronics Engineering from the National
Chiao-Tung University in 1975 and 1978 respectively. He got his Ph.D. degree in Electrical
Engineering in 1990 from National Taiwan University. Dr. Liang started working in 1979 at the
Telecommunication Laboratories, Ministry of Transportation and Communications, serving
different positions such as assistant researcher, associate researcher, researcher, and
managing director, etc. In 1998, Telecommunication Laboratories was corporatized and
renamed as Chunghwa Telecommunication Laboratories.

Digital Home Issue Group Activity Report:

In this presentation Dr. Liang talked about the status quo, motivations and expectations of the
digital home industry. He began by mentioning the issues that need to be addressed before the
promise of digital home can be fully realized. These issues cover considerations on service,
network, device, users, and regulatory aspects. Dr. Liang then gave an overview of the current
situation of digital home services provided by several different companies and at different
locations. As Digital Home should be a comprehensive package, instead of an a la carte
offering, in order to promote advanced and comprehensive development of digital home, by the
end of this presentation Dr. Liang identified the promotion framework which should incorporate
not only IT/CT industries, network operators, and service providers but also the government and
home builders.

International Micropayments Issue Group Activity Re port:

With the growth of e-commerce and mobile commerce, micropayments are becoming
increasingly important. In this presentation, Dr. Liang addresses accompanying issues with two
different IMP approaches, phone bill-based and NFC IC card-based. Then he points out that
several field trials for phone bill-based IMP were successfully carried out and several best
practices were proposed. Additionally, some case studies related with two kinds of IMP are
summarized here. And several observations from the case studies are also presented.

Finally, Dr. Liang proposes some recommendations for government and industry. They include:

The convergence and cooperation among Telecom Carriers, Cable & Satellite TV providers,
Media & Content Producers and Internet Enterprise is the global trend. Beside IPTV, digital
content publishing & distribution service through broadband Internet is alternative solution for
telecom carriers entering the digital content & entertainment industry.

Right now, in china, the tremendous demand of entertainment is satisfied by pirate DVD/CD,
internet VOD and BT downloading in a certain extent. Why did a fruitful market turn into
underground economy? One of major reason is the lack of a trustable “infrastructure” for content
providers and producers through which their content could be sale and delivered to customers.

Everything has both bright and dark sides. E-commerce is no exception. With his knowledge and
experience in the IT field, Mr. Ishihara will discuss bright and dark sides of e-commerce by using
some case studies in Japan.

Technology for Safe and Secure B2C E-Commerce

The current status of worldwide B-to-C e-commerce is analyzed from the viewpoint of market
volume, penetration in major countries, items purchased, and payment methods. Whereas
online shopping has become a popular way to make purchases, the leakage of personal
information through credit card payments is a critical social problem today. However, NEC'’s
approach to anonymous authentication is an effective technology for protecting the privacy of

consumers. In addition, R&D targets for implementation of information security technology in a
ubiquitously networked society toward 2010 and beyond are described.

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Pamela Jones Harbour was sworn in as a Commissioner of the Federal Trade Commission on
August 4, 2003. Her term expires in September 2009.

Ms. Harbour joined the FTC from Kaye Scholer LLP where she served as a partner in the
litigation department handling antitrust matters. She counseled clients on Internet privacy,
e-commerce, consumer protection, and a variety of competition-related matters.

Prior to joining Kaye Scholer, Ms. Harbour was New York State Deputy Attorney General and
Chief of the Office’s 150-attorney Public Advocacy Division. During her 11-year term in the
Attorney General's office, she argued before the United States Supreme Court on behalf of 35
states in State Oil v. Khan, a landmark price-fixing case. She also successfully represented
numerous states in New York v. Reebok, States v. Keds, and States v. Mitsubishi, each resulting
in multimillion-dollar national consumer settlements. Among her most notable antitrust cases
were New York v. May Department Stores, a successful anti-merger challenge, and States v.
Primestar Partners, a consent judgment culminating a four-year multistate investigation of the
cable television industry.

Ms. Harbour received her law degree in 1984 from Indiana University School of Law, and a B.M.
in 1981 from Indiana University School of Music. Ms. Harbour, a native of New York who resides
in New Jersey, is married to John Harbour, and has three children.
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APEC Cross-Border Privacy Rules and US SAFE WEB Act

The issues of reliability, governance and international cooperation in e-commerce are very
important to the Federal Trade Commission in connection with its consumer protection mission.
Commissioner Harbour will address two important aspects of the FTC's work in these areas:

APEC cross-border privacy rules and a new law in the United States that helps the FTC
cooperate with foreign law enforcement agencies.

The APEC Electronic Commerce Steering Group (“ECSG”), through its Data Privacy Subgroup,
is currently working on a Pathfinder project to develop an APEC-wide cross-border privacy rules
system. Under this system, global businesses that wish to participate would be able to transfer
consumer data across borders pursuant to a system of more uniform rules, and within a more
coordinated cross-border enforcement network. The U.S. has volunteered to develop, together
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with several other APEC economies, a test pilot project in the context of the Pathfinder that will
test the workability of cross-border privacy rules next year. One of the most challenging aspects
of creating this system will be to make it work across the different legal frameworks in the APEC
region, which is one of the fundamental goals of cross-border rules: bridging the gap between
different legal systems and privacy regimes so that they can co-exist as well as effectively
cooperate in the governance of cross-border data transfers.

In the U.S., the approach to cross-border privacy rules in the context of the test pilot will involve a
combination of industry self-regulation and government backstop enforcement by the FTC.
Other APEC economies may implement cross-border privacy rules differently. In fulfilling its
back-stop enforcement role, the FTC will draw, among other things, on its experience in
cross-border cooperation in enforcement matters and its new legal authority under the U.S.
SAFE WEB Act to engage in effective cross-border enforcement cooperation with foreign law
enforcement authorities.

Mr Antti Peltoméaki is Deputy Director-General of the Directorate-General for the Information
Society and Media (DG INFSO) since October 2007.

He is responsible for promoting international cooperation in information and communication
technology (ICT) research and for representing the Commission in negotiations on ICT
development, the regulatory environment and the availability and accessibility of ICT-based
services.

Mr Peltomaki's aim is to reinforce general management within the directorate-general and
represent its policy interests to Member States and relevant third parties. The
Directorate-General for the Information Society and Media manages over 9 billion euros for ICT
research programmes, under the seventh research framework programme (2007-13).

Mr Peltoméki used to be head of the Commission's representation in Helsinki, where he was
responsible for stimulating informed debate on European affairs within Finland, and for liaising
with Finnish ministries, Parliament, political stakeholders and the media.

Prior to joining the Commission in 2006, Mr Peltomaki worked for almost ten years in the office of
the Prime Minister of Finland, initially as State Under-Secretary, then State Secretary for EU
affairs. He assisted the Prime Minister in contacts with the EU institutions and the other Member
States, and was a member of the Finnish delegation to the Intergovernmental Conference (IGC
2000).

During 1994, Mr Peltoméki was posted to the Brussels office of the European Free Trade
Association (EFTA) as assistant to the EFTA Parliamentary Committee. In this capacity he
maintained contacts with the European Parliament and dealt with EU/EEA competition policy and
legal affairs.

From 1988 to 1991, he was head of the international office of the National Coalition Party
(Kansallinen Kokoomus), where he developed their European policies and maintained relations
with the European People's Party.

Mr. Fujiwara is going to report on activities of the Cyber Security Issue Group during 2007.

There are various types of software embedded systems, and they have become very popular in
recent years. Many of embedded systems are often connected to networks or Internet, and there
is an increasing security threat to these embedded systems. Embedded systems face risks and
security incidents different from PCs.

There are four major security measures for embedded systems. In order to improve the security
of embedded systems, it is important to review and check any problems related security issues
at each phase of the embedded system'’s life cycle, which include planning phase, design phase,
operation phase and disposal phase.

He will discuss issues of web
commerce from both sides of technology and business.
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Tsutomu Matsumoto is a professor and head of Research Division of Social Environment and
Informatics, Graduate School of Environment and Information Sciences, Yokohama National
University, Japan. He received a Dr. Eng. Degree from the University of Tokyo in 1986 and since
then has been based at Yokohama National University where he enjoys research and teaching
in Cryptography, Logical Security, and Information Security including Biometrics, Artifact-metrics.
He is also a Research Advisor, Research Center for Information Security, AIST, Japan.

He is one of the pioneers of scientific cryptology and started study of information security in
1981. Starting from construction and analysis of various cryptosystems and cryptographic
protocols, he has opened up the field of security measuring for logical and physical security
mechanisms including human-machine cryptography, information hiding, biometric security,
side-channel security, and artifact metrics. These researches help his activity as a core member
of the Cryptography Research and Evaluation Committees of Japan and the Chair of
Cryptographic Module Committee; he plays an important role on maintaining recommended
cipher list of Japanese Electronic Government.

He initiated the strategy to construct public key cryptosystems and digital signature systems
based on multivariate polynomials. This strategy has produced a lot of studies for many practical
cryptographic systems. He also invented Key Predistribution Systems (KPS) for key sharing
without data communication. KPS has derived a lot of information-theoretically secure
cryptographic primitives.

He advocated the study of security of biometric systems against spoofing attacks by
demonstrating that an artificial finger made of gelatin can fool almost all fingerprint systems
available in 2000. Since then he has leading biometric security field. In 2006, for the contribution
in Security Evaluation Technology for Developing Dependable Biometric Authentication
Technology, he received the very prestige DoCoMo Mobile Science Award from Mobile
Communication Fund.

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A Proposal for Developing International Consumer Advisory Network

Based on the past GBDe recommendations and the discussion by the study group this year,
GBDe Consumer Confidence Issue Group proposes developing International Consumer
Advisory Network. To build consumer confidence in the context of cross-border e-commerce, a
Network by consumer advisory bodies should be created in order to protect domestic
consumers as well as to provide redress for overseas consumers. GBDe recommends that
Governments should start a discussion on the issue at global intergovernmental conferences,
such as OECD, APEC, and ICPEN. The United States, Japan, and European Commission,
which are ahead of other countries in the development of e-commerce, are expected to play
leading role in this discussion. At the same time, each Government should check the current
status and organize the system to provide redress for overseas consumers. Before doing so,
complaint data filed from overseas consumers should be collected and analyzed in cooperation
with the private sector.
